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Constitutional Law II is a paper in Semester IV under which one of the PSDA is awareness about Fundamental Rights and Duties of citizens. Since it is an activity for personality development so I opted to introduce one of the founding father and chief Architect of Constitution by making visit of newly built Memorial so that the Class can become sensitive by observing the contribution and great works of Dr.B.R.Ambedkar.
The Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi inaugurated the “Dr. Ambedkar National Memorial (DANM)” at 26, Alipore Road, Delhi at the place of Mahaparinirvana of Dr. Ambedkar on April 13, 2018. The memorial is dedicated to the life and contributions of Dr. Ambedkar, the principal architect of the Constitution of India. This memorial has been given the shape of a book because Baba Saheb was the brain behind the drafting of the Constitution of India. 
The Constitution of India has envisaged an inclusive approach towards civic life in a democratic institution. Certain rights have been guaranteed within the Constitution as Fundamental Rights under Part III. Constitution has also conferred certain duties, which are correlated to the rights and described as Fundamental Duties. The Fundamental Duties of citizens were added to Part IVA the Constitution by the 42nd Amendment in 1976, upon the recommendations of the Swaran Singh Committee.
